Further to our discussion at the last conference call, I spoke with my friend Stan Boyle, who is involved in video. An idea for a possible video is outlined below, and a cost estimate is attached. If the committee feels that it is appropriate, it could be put forward as a budget proposal to the MHA Board.

1.) Masonry Heater Lecture

Sometime in February 09, I will give my annual lecture to the Heritage Masonry class at Algonquin College in Perth, Ontario. It lasts about 2 hours and is an introduction to masonry heaters.

It is usually unscripted, and accompanied by an on-screen presentation using the video-out from my laptop into an LCD projector. There is no prepared Powerpoint, etc., but rather it is a live “mix” using resources off MHA-Net.org, Heatkit.com, and a couple of dedicated graphics folders on my hard drive. If we decide to do a video, I will do an outline beforehand, and prepare a script.
The idea is to videotape the live lecture, and tape a second image track from the video-out on the laptop. The two channels will then get mixed in post-production. 

Likely, the final product will be edited down to perhaps 60 minutes, and the image content will mostly be the LCD projector presentation. 

The objective is to create a final product that may be used by MHA as an “Introduction to Masonry Heaters”, perhaps suitable for an “orientation session” at Wildacres for new members who do not want to attend the annual business meeting. Glenn has identified a need to have an alternate activity for non-voting members at our annual business meeting. 

There is also the potential to create a DVD for sale to raise funds, and for online website content.

2.) Masonry Skills Video

The annual Algonquin session has an afternoon practical component, taking place in the college’s well equipped masonry shop.

The proposal is to do demonstration of how to set firebrick. 

The first demonstration will be to set firebricks using the trowelling method.

The second demonstration will be to take a bucket of refractory mortar, and thin it down to proper dipping consistency.

The third demonstration will be to dip and set the firebricks for a typical 18” firebox, and demonstrate the speed that is possible with this method.

The third demonstration will be to clean the firebricks with a sponge and water, to result in a good looking, workmanlike product suitable in a $20,000.00 heater.

The video will be shot with proper lighting, and two cameras, and edited down to 5 minutes total length.
