Meeting Called to Order- Alex Chernov

Old Business:

1. Discussion of current MHA fueling protocol for heaters. Decide to continue with 2 burns/test. Agree to switch the ignition from the coal bed to top down kindling burn.  Discussion over wood type/ local availability for crib construction.

2. Discussion of planned testing at Jerry’s place with Paul Tiegs. Timing dependant on availability of Dave M and Alex for testing. May line up with a project Alex has in Vancouver in the Fall.

New Business:

1. MHA needs to create/ finalize a documented procedure to qualify site built heaters. The document must outline the way a third party will both verify a field constructed heater is built correctly (within the accepted tolerances of a tested, approved design) as well as how the third party would report and submit the report to the regulating authorities. Most likely need multiple copies for the heater builder, the EPA, the third party inspector’s records, as well as the local authority possibly. The Colorado Method outlines a rough inspection for fireplaces/heaters already, so it may be a good starting point. 

2. EPA has requested volunteers for NSPS small entity review (SER) . The SERs will review the financial burden imposed by the new NSPS regulations on the wood industry. HPBA has nominated Tim Seaton. Tech Comm agrees the MHA needs representation on the review panel. All US members of committee are encouraged to submit their information to the EPA for consideration in the process.
