
BEST MASONRY HEATER DESIGN CONTEST

2008
Given to a heater mason who designs and builds the most
 aesthetically pleasing masonry heater.

CONTEST RULES:


1.) The heater must have been built between the time period of March 1, 2000 – March 1, 2008 for this first contest.  Hereafter, the time period will be for the previous year only. 

2.) The heater may have been built for a customer or for himself/herself.

3.) The contest is open to individuals and masonry heater builder companies.  

4.) An individual or company may enter up to three designs in this contest. 

5.) The contestant must fill out the entry form and provide at least three photos of the finished heater from different angles. No identifying marks, signs, or people may be in the photo. Photos must be between 5” x 7” and 8” x 10” in size and may be submitted on photo paper or plain paper.  Photos must also be submitted on a CD in jpg format in high resolution (300 dpi or greater).  The photos become the property of the MHA and contestant agrees to allow MHA to use the photos for any purpose, giving credit to the designer/builder. 

6.) There will be three places awarded, with a trophy for each place. Judging will be done by peers in the industry at the annual MHA meeting at Wildacres, and will be based on a point system. 

7.) The entry must meet guidelines as described by the MHA be classified as a functioning “Masonry Heater” and not any other type of masonry, fireplace, bake oven, etc. 

8.) Kits may be used for the interior core, but not the exterior finish work. Manufactured doors and other metal/cast/glass components may be used. 

10.) Entries must be the original design of the contestant. 

11.) All entry materials must be placed in a plain envelope and turned in to MHA Director, Richard Smith, by 3 pm. on the second day of the annual meeting at Wildacres.  If you wish to enter but cannot attend the meeting, contact the director at rsmith@boreal.org or 520-883-0191 to make arrangements to mail your entry prior to the meeting. 

12.) Entrant must be a member in good standing of the MHA. 

13.) Fee is $30.00 per entry.
